Purpose: to help ensure the enhanced well baby visit is delivered consistently and efficiently, and in a standard way across Ontario.  The flow sheet sets out the route that most families will take and identifies the critical points where information provided by parents or identified by providers may require more discussion or a referral to services (p. 16)



First row – link to universal programs.  

Dr. Hertzman – universal programs are for all families regardless of SES, education level or supports.  Critical because all families can benefit from early learning and care programs, and from support from other parents.



Second row – refer to specialized services



Bottom row – The wonderful thing about Best Start is once linked, families receive coordinated wrap around care from the community team.  
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
